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Cuts in City tax levy dollars are not foreign to the Department for the Aging (DFTA), an agency that relies heavily on community providers to serve the seniors of NYC. Fifty three percent of DFTA’s annual budget
 is City tax levy dollars, and of this, about 19% is one-year discretionary funding- making this agency particularly vulnerable to across-the-board cuts. After an increase in City tax levy funding in the FY2008 Adopted Budget, DFTA has since endured deep cuts to its core services and has not seen programs enhanced. Below is a detailed list of programs/services that have been cut or eliminated (programs in bold have been completely eliminated).

Included in the FY09 mid year PEGS were cuts to FY10 funding. Some of these City Council Initiatives were restored: Elder Abuse (full), Intergenerational (partial) and Social Adult Day (partial) programs. 

In addition, the restructuring of home delivered meals created budget gaps at senior centers; the City Council provided $4.5 million of a projected $8 million in funding to stabilize affected centers.

The preliminary budget included a PEG to administrative savings of $1.75 million which was not restored. The executive budget included a cut of $22,000 on a fleet reduction initiative.
